Alan Hall, Professor in the Department of Sociology, Anthropology, and Criminology at the University of Windsor, is an outstanding choice for a 2012-13 OCUFA Service Award. He is a tireless advocate for the rights of workers, both in and out of the academy, and has given his time generously to the Windsor University Faculty Association (WUFA) and to OCUFA.

At WUFA, he has served on many association committees, including Political Action, Grievance, the Executive, and Council. He has also served as WUFA’s V.P. Grievance, V.P. Internal, and is currently the V.P. External. Through the latter role, he has provided invaluable service as WUFA’s representative on the OCUFA Board of Directors.
